Q: Why have you chosen MedAxiom as a strategic partner?

Q: How does your business currently interact with the Cardiology
practices?

A: ProSolv® CardioVascular is well positioned to provide guidance
to the private cardiovascular practice market, with approximately
40 percent of the company’s more than 350 system installations
successfully completed in this segment of the market. Our
professional services include project management, data migration
and implementation that allow for seamless integration of up to
seven cardiovascular subspecialties into a single workstation, often
connected to multiple sites. We work with practices to understand
their needs and are most willing to work within their existing IT
infrastructure.

One of the most common requests from our customers is to create
reports that are in the likeness of their current report format. Our
architecture allows us to create reports that replicate the information
and appearance of their existing reports in a relatively short period
of time. Much of this work is done in collaboration with our report
customization specialists who interview your physicians and
understand the unique needs of your practice and referral customer
base.

Finally the vast majority of our customers elect to purchase a post-
warranty maintenance agreement which allow them upgrades at

Since many legacy imaging systems developed prior to the adoption
of the DICOM standard for measurement transfer are still in use,
ProSolv CardioVascular has developed the necessary interfaces to
allow for the direct transfer of the measurements and data. This
eliminates the need to re-enter the information manually, reducing
errors and improving accuracy in work flow. This flexibility allows
institutions to freely select the image acquisition devices that are best
suited to their needs, now and in the future.

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Lastly, the common database design, including the ability to
synchronize information from multiple locations due to bandwidth
restrictions, allow ProSolv CardioVascular to accurately document
outcomes of all cardiovascular medical conditions. This feature
allows true integration across the care cycle, dramatically
improving the overall value impact to both the patient and the
providers of care.

Q: How do you intend to add more value to your customers in
the next 12 months?
